1. You must arrive by 12 noon and be in your 
line-up position by 12:30 p.m. The parade will 
begin at 1:00 p.m. rain or shine. Please be 
prompt. 

2. Please respect the private property of Pot-
terville’s residents while in the line-up. Please 
keep horses, motor vehicles, etc. off the side-
walks and lawns. Do not leave trash or other 
refuse behind. 

3. Please note the parade staging area. Par-
ticipants are to be dropped off at Independent 
bank prior to the parade and picked up at the 
Potterville Elementary School parking lot at 
parade’s end. Once the participants are 
dropped off, they are to walk to High St. and 
Lansing Rd. 

4. Nothing is to be passed out on the parade 
line-up or on the route without prior approval 
from the Potterville parade coordinators. 

5. Please refrain from throwing candy, adver-
tising items, etc. (You may however, hand out 
candy, etc. but you cannot toss it or throw it 
into the audience. Be conscientious of children 
running up to your unit. Safety is or utmost 
concern. 

6. Please keep a safe distance from each unit. 

You will receive a confirmation letter along with 
a map of the parade route after your applica-
tion is received.
